A. The ProDosal 

The USPTO proposes that may beto l imit the type of correspondence 
submitted to the Office via facsimile. Specificallv,for trademarks the 
proposedchange would eliminate facsimile fi l ingswith the Assignment 
Divisiondue to the availabil ity f i l ing,ofelectronic 

B. The Eackground 

Since correspondence at the Office has increased significantlyand this trend 
wil l l ikely continue, the Office has determined that l imiting paper 
submissionsvia facsimile comports with its "best practices"efforts to 
improve the efflciency and accuracy ofthe Office's document processing. 

C. INTA'SPosition 

INTAgenerallyagrees with the proposedrule as its ultimate purposeis to 
continue tg eliminate inefficiencies at the Officeandtoand inaccuracies 
encouragethe use of its electronic tilin8 systems, whenever practicable. 
However, INTA requests that the USPTOrevlse the langua8e to specif,/ that 
PDF is an acceptable assignmentformat for electronic submissions. 

D. Recommendations 

INTA recommends the following revisionto $3.25(c): 

"...alldocumentsmust be submitted as digit ized imagesin Tagged lmage Fjle 
(TIFF)or PDF format or another form prescribedbvthe Director..." 
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Thaabove-proposed would be in lieuofthefollowing:lanSuage 

"....11documentsmust be submitted as dlgitlzed imagesin Ta88ed lmageFile 
Format(TlFFl asprescribedor anotherform bytheDlredor-."
